A Supervisory Alarm is caused when a component of the fire sprinkler 

system is shut down. This is a non-emergency response.

A True Fire Alarm is caused by activation of a smoke detector, heat 

detector, pull station activation, or sprinkler system activation. These 

are emergency responses.
